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     Last year, we tried so hard to meet our goal of 2003 
spays/neuters for the year 2003. We did do more than 
ever before, but not 2003. We did 1134. Our goal this 
year is to do 2004 for the year 2004! WE CAN DO IT! 
      Incredible as it seems, even doing 1134, we saved 
potentially hundreds of millions (SHOCKING!) of animals 
from being born into a world that couldn't care for them. 

TRUTH! In doing the math, 1 cat and her offspring 
can produce 420,000 cats in 7 years and 1 dog and 
her offspring can produce 67,000 dogs in 6 years.  

       Isn't that horrible? But we can and we are making a 
dent. This year, if every person who receives this 
newsletter donated just $40, we could meet, even 
surpass, our goal of 2004 spays/neuters in the year 2004! 
       We are a non-paid, all volunteer animal welfare 
organization.

FACT: Many foot disorders in dogs are related to long 
toenails.

FACT: When you declaw a cat, you are amputating the claw 
and the bone. Supporting tendons and ligaments are 
severed. It's a serious and excruciatingly painful procedure. 
CPA offers detailed information about this operation. 
Please be informed before you consider declawing your cat. 
 
FACT: The world's smallest dog in history was a tiny 
Yorkie from England. At two years of age and fully grown, 
this little man was an incredible 2.5 inches tall by 3.75 
inches long! He weighed only 4 ounces. He was 
approximately the size of a matchbox. Now, that's small. 
Wouldn't need much of a pooper-scooper for that one!

• Help 638 animals with much needed 
medicine
