     I have been training dogs since 1977. In my (more than 
I care to count) years of experience, the most important 
thing I have learned is that every dog is different. The 
psychology behind animal behavior is constant, only the 
approach is different. All dogs, just like humans, are 
attracted to what makes them feel good and repelled by 
what makes them feel uncomfortable. As far as I am 
concerned, the ONLY way to train is through love and 
trust. Your dog must never be afraid of you. There are no 
harsh tones or anger. To become a true leader, you have 
to earn trust and respect. You must be consistent and 
loving. Any negative feelings or frustrations you might 
feel HAVE to be contained. You simply can’t show them. I 
know sometimes it’s not easy but, trust me, it’s the only 
way. 
     There are ways to reach and communicate with your 
dog. Finding those ways are what makes training exciting 
and a challenge. If you keep repeating the same lesson 
over and over and your dog keeps doing that behavior 

that you want to stop, then YOU are doing something 
wrong. Try a different approach. Never give up. There’s 
always a way to reach your dog.  
     Many people have asked me if I use treats when 
training. My answer is – sometimes I do and sometimes I 
don’t. It depends upon the dog and the situation. I use 
them as an incentive. If I feel that the dog is overly 
exuberant and happy, then I might use them 
intermittently. This is because treats can actually become 
a distraction during training. When the focus is on the 
treat instead of the task, new problems arise. But if I 
see that a dog is losing interest, becoming quiet, 
withdrawn or confused, then I absolutely use them. The 
most important part of teaching (both people and animals) 
is attitude. The key to great training is a happy dog that 
loves to work. Finding ways to communicate is the fun 
part.

Happy New Year to you all! My name is Nancy Mauthe and I am serving on your Board of Directors as projects coordinator. My 
position is to find speakers for our monthly meetings.   Four years ago I came to my first CPA meeting. We had just lost our 2 year 
old pound puppy, Juliette, to Addison’s disease. (Addison's disease is also known as hypoadrenocorticism. It is an insufficient 
production of adrenal hormones by the adrenal gland. Since these hormones are essential for life, this is an extremely serious 
disease. Some symptoms are appetite loss, vomiting, depression, slow heart rate, increased drinking and urinating. A blood test 
can be performed to measure the adrenal gland function and an animal can live with Addison’s if diagnosed early.)   I came to the 
meeting and spoke to the Board members who agreed to create a grief support group. I realized that people have no resources to 
turn to. Some people just need a voice on the phone to know someone cares. 
 
It’s been 4 years and I have met so many people, spoke with them on the phone and even at night, I have gone to the Pet 
Emergency Clinic to help someone say goodbye to their companion animal. I work with a large animal grief group up North and 
have taken several classes in grief issues. If I can be of help to you or someone you know, please call me at (805) 445-0076. I’m 
here for you. 
 
I live in Camarillo with a very understanding husband, a 12 year-old son who keeps me busy with his school, music lessons and 
band (he plays Clarinet, Piano, and Alto Sax), Romeo, a rescued Collie and retired therapy dog, 2 cats, a blue faced Amazon 
parrot, 3 goldfish and 3 mice. 
 
CPA has opened up a whole new world for me with wonderful friends. I will never forget the kindness that I felt from the people 
at the meeting that night. So, may 2005 be a time with friends, our animals and all the animals that we save in whatever we all do
