“l don’t do lizards, | do blinds,” the woman told my friend
when she saw a lizard on the floor in the bedroom where
she was taking window measurements for new blinds. My
friend simply put a shoebox over the lizard, pushed the lid
underneath, and transported the lizard outside to
freedom. | decided to share this story because it is in line
with my message in the Spring newsletter, that if everyone
just does their part, as small as it might be, the world
would be a better place to live — for us and for our animal
friends. Yes, even lizards, bugs and other creepy crawlers.

The lizard incident also reminded me of a news story about
a teacher in Eagle Rock, who wanted to put a stop to the
squashing of bugs in her classroom. We all know the
scenario, whenever children encounter a bug, spider or
other insect, they get the urge to smash (kill) it. | love the
solution this teacher came up with! She appointed a
student insect monitor. Anytime an uninvited guest
appears in the classroom, the Insect Monitor g e
catches the little intruder and transports it 4

outside to set it free. Wouldn’t it be great if

more teachers appointed one student in their classroom to
perform this special duty? Not only did I like the idea, so
did PETA (People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals),
which is giving her its Compassionate Teacher Award. This
is not about creating bug activists; this is about instilling a
sense of respect for life.

Let’s jump now to the activities CPA has undertaken since
the beginning of the year to make the world around us a
better place. We helped 16 Dogs and 44 Cats to find a new
and loving home. We spayed/neutered 1,217 Dogs and
Cats. We have made our presence known at several
events: The Winterfest in January at the Ventura
Fairgrounds, the Spring Spectacular at the Moorpark
College Zoo in March (three weekends in a row!), and in
April we were at Earth Day in Oxnard and Arbor/Earth Day
in Thousand Oaks with our booth, pet tag machine, See’s
candies, T-shirts, and other goodies. Attending these
events helps CPA raise funds for the benefit of the animals.

with you!” when | told her about something |
had done when | was two years old (obviously,
my mother told me the story...) It was war
time in Germany and women and children
were evacuated from the cities to live in the
countryside, presumed to be safer than the
cities during bomb attacks. We had family
living in the country, so that’s where we had
to go. And, no, they didn’t welcome the city
folks with open arms! Matter of fact, when
they went to do their work in the fields, they
locked the house. My mom had to wander
around with me all day until her relatives
returned from work. The farm folks had some
rabbits in cages, raised for food, not for pets.
Well, | managed to let them out and set them
free... Needless to say, our popularity reached
an all time low after the first successful
attempt in my life to “save the animals”.

Many years and many more attempts later to
help animals one way or another, e.g., fighting
off a lady trying to push a stroller (with her
child in it) over a tame raven, that supposedly
had stolen her child’s pacifier, | earned a living
as an assistant editor for a professional
magazine (fashion, cosmetics, hairstyles, etc.)
I met my American husband who served in the
U.S. Navy and that’s when my life changed.
We lived for 7 ¥ years in the South of Spain, in
the country, and every stray animal seemed to
know our address. My neighbors used to say
that we had a red lantern outside — visible
only to the animals.

[ finally came to the U.S. in 1980. My husband
was stationed in Port Hueneme and spent five
months out of the year in the Antarctic. |
started working part-time for the local
elementary school district. Unfortunately, my
husband passed away in 1989 — while still on
active duty serving on the USS Ranger at the
outbreak of the first Gulf War.

Soon after that | read a notice in the paper
about a new grass roots animal welfare group,
Concerned People for Animals. | went to the
meeting, became a member, and now —
almost 20 years later, | am still a member as
well as a Board member. In my “real life” |
still work for the school district, now full-time,
and | take care of three kitties at home.

DID You KNOW?

Spaying or neutering your pet can help reduce the number of unwanted pets and brings other positive
benefits, too. As a loving pet owner, it's the responsible thing to do.

» Spaying your female dog or cat helps prevent pyometra (pus-filled uterus) and breast cancer (fatal in
~50% of female dogs and 90% of female cats.) Spaying her before her first heat offers the best
protection against these diseases.

» Neutering male cats and dogs prevents unwanted litters and prevents testicular cancer, if done before
6 months of age.

* Your spayed female won't go into heat. That means she won't yowl and urinate to attract a mate.
Spayed female dogs will no longer have bloody discharge.

* Your male dog won't jJump over or dig under the fence searching for a mate. He'll greatly reduce his
risk of being hit by a car or getting into a fight with other males.

« Spay/neuter will not make your pet fat. Pets become fat when they are overfed and don't get enough
exercise, not because of spay/neuter surgery.

 Spay/neuter is cost effective. You would pay much more to care for a litter, for medical treatment if
your unneutered pet escapes and gets into a fight, to clean your carpets when your unspayed female
urinates to attract a male, or for treatment of preventable breast and prostate cancers.

* Your pet doesn't need to have a litter for your children to witness the miracle of birth. Anyone who
has seen an animal euthanized in a shelter for lack of a home knows the truth about this myth. There
are many books and videos available to teach your children about birth in a responsible manner.
