LEGISLATIVENOTES
Concerned People for Animals has been 
following the developments of local, 
state, and federal legislation intended to

ÅCity councils in San Francisco, Santa 
Monica, Los Angeles, Beverly Hills, and 
Berkleypassed laws to ban cat 
declawing. These cities joined West 
Hollywood where declawing has been 
banned since 2003.

ÅThe West Hollywood City Council 
approved an ordinance banning dog 
and cat sales in pet stores.  The goal is 
to curb puppy mills and kitty factories.  
Pet stores would still be allowed to 
show shelter animals for adoption.

ÅU.S. Representative Thaddeus 
McCotter(R-MI) introduced the

ÅCalifornia State Senator Dean Florez

(SB 250) aimed at reducing pet 
overpopulation. Over $250 million is 
spent housing 1 million cats and dogs 
and euthanizing 500,000 homeless  
pets in California each year. SB 250 
would require dog owners to neuter 
their dog or obtain an unaltered dog 
license. SB 250 also requires free-
roaming cats to be neutered.  The bill 
passed the state Senate and the state 
Assembly is expected to vote in early 
2010. Please call your state Assembly
